Make check in amount for entry fee plus contribution (see above) payable to
VESTAL XX.  Entry fee is waived for any past winner, male or female, of the Vestal XX or any runner 19 years of age or
younger.New Reporting Location: Old Vestal High School which is between Clayton Avenue and Main Street. Go in the "Senior
Citizen Center" entrance.

POST RACE:  Refreshments, and printed results after completion of race.  Results will also be posted on the TCRC Web Site: tripleciti-
esrunners club.org and at results.active.com.

Instead of giving awards in age-groups, awards will be given based on "age and gender grading."  This works by
determining each finisher's performance level based on tables developed by Alan Jones and Rex Harvey for the
World Masters Athletics (WMA) and the United States Track and Field Federation (USATF). The performance
level is a percentage based on world records for the age and gender of the runner. Winners in the Open class are not
eligible for the Age/Gender Graded awards.
