Minutes of October 04, 2004 TCRC Board Meeting

Present: Greg Amend, Bob Pulz, George Joseph, Dave Buchta, Vince Kelley, Tom and Nicole Carter, Brendan Flynn, Kevin Pasterchik, Grace Tabeek and Kevin Nelson. 

President Tom Carter called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone. 

Secretary’s Report - The Meeting Minutes for the August 9th meeting were approved.

Treasurer’s Report – Kevin Pasterchik distributed copies of the Treasurer’s Report and Membership Report which was prepared by Suzanne Myette.  

It was noted that the TCRC shows a $683 profit for 2004 year to date primarily due to a Forks XV profit of $419 and lesser donations and scholarships than were budgeted.  

The Financial Report for the Women’s 5K was discussed.  A loss of $144 was noted, primarily due to the Village of Endicott charging $194 for police and only 50 registrants despite a bulk mailing.  The charge for the police was waived last year. 

The Financial Report for the Vestal XX, submitted by Fred Bostrom, was reviewed.  A profit of $224 was noted.

After discussion the Treasurer’s Report was approved.

Vestal XX Course Certification  - After discussion a motion was made and approved for $200 to certify the Vestal XX course.  The funds are to be used from the TCRC Vestal XX checking account and appear as a charge in next year’s Vestal XX profit and loss statement.  The $25 certification fee to the USATF was also approved and will be paid from the TCRC Regular checking account

Grand Prix – Greg Amend handed out data from the Grand Prix Races.  He has tabulated data from all the Grand Prix races and will finish the scoring after the last race.  Without the volunteer requirement considered, there are approximately 40 runners that have enough races to qualify for the Grand Prix.

A motion was made and approved to keep the Grand Prix as it was originally voted on for 2004.  No exceptions or last chance races will be allowed for individuals not completing the 5 races.

President’s Award – Tom Carter made the motion and received approval to give the President’s Award to Ron Grotke.  Tom detailed Ron’s many accomplishments in a note to the Board including 30 years as a sports writer at the Press and Sun Bulletin with many articles on running.

Reimbursement for Seiko Paper -  The Board Approved reimbursing George Joseph $25.16 for Seiko Paper. 

January Freeze 10K Series – George Joseph requested and the Board approved:  $100 for awards, $120 for refreshments and a $5 fee for non-members.  Kevin Pasterchik will call the RRCA the first week of November to make sure we receive the RRCA bill promptly in order to get insurance.

Women’s 5K – Vince Kelley discussed the Women’s 5K.  He had hoped for more participation, especially with the bulk mailing.  The weather may have had an impact on this.  Changing the venue to Otsiningo Park was suggested as an alternative that Vince will consider. 

Annual Dinner – Several people have inquired about being on the Annual Dinner Committee in response to the request in the last newsletter.  A meeting will be forthcoming and a report made to the Board before any final decisions are made.  It was noted that late February or early March might be a good time to have the dinner.

Newsletter – Grace Tabeek asked the Board’s opinion on whether they thought people would mind if it was noted in the newsletter that their membership had expired.  After some discussion the general consensus of those present was to not indicate individuals whose membership expired in the newsletter,  to drop those not renewing from the newsletter mailing after one newsletter and possibly highlight the membership expiration date on the newsletter label.

Grace noted that she is maintaining her own labels for the newsletter and at some point the database maintained by Tom Elliott may no longer be needed.

King and Queen – Tom Carter will contact Gary Truce to see if he is available to help with the race at Binghamton University.  Grace Tabeek will work with the insurance if it’s possible to have the race at B. U.

Kids Marathon -  Tom Carter brought up a suggestion from Brian Ingraham to have kids run the equivalent of a marathon over a period of time.  This is something that is being done where he lives in North Carolina.  After discussion the Board determined there was not sufficient interest in this activity.
